A. Approval of Agenda & Previous Minutes: 
· The agenda was approved with a budget update report and a request from the Accreditation Self Study co-chairs to “New Business” (MCS: B. B., M. W.)

Reports- 
· Budget update- Brett Bell presented the status of district general fund unrestricted budget reduction goals as of March 1, 2010. The original district budget reduction goal of $36 million has been revised down to a $30.28 million. The total adjustment of $32.1 million results from: elimination of 2009-10 mid-year cut projections ($2.93 million), reduction in STRS & PERS increase (increase at $1.07 million), and potential New FTES Growth revenue ($1.72 million). $ 26.3 million of non-bargained reductions have been identified to date. Balance of $3.9 million reductions need to be made by 7/1/10.

· Linking Planning to Budget: From  Program Review and SLOAC to BRDS- Mark Hertica presented a proposal on behalf of the  Program Review and SLOAC committee to attach the BRDS request for funding RFF to the newly developed 2010-11 Program Review Annual Report. 
Discussion covered the intent to simplify, streamline, and reduce redundancy such as the dean’s separate approvals of program reviews and RFFs, the impact on the BRDS’ own timeline, and on RFF originators.
The committee approved a motion to “attach the Annual RFF to the 2010-11 PR Annual Report, as a pilot test.” (MCS: D.K., K.W.)
· Accreditation Self-Study co-chairs request- Buran informed members that the various shared governance committees are being asked to read and respond to different sections over the next month. BRDS has been assigned- STANDARD III D FINANCIAL RESOURCES). She will forward the latest version of the standard by Email for members to review, make comments, and to Email back to her by March 19.
